Overview:

The Spring Quarter MCH Seminar provides a forum for presenting works-in-progress on the required MPH thesis, hear about MCH topics of interest and cover specific topics related to MCH Leadership Competencies. Students will have the opportunity to:
· Receive assistance in developing a feasible and acceptable thesis proposal (1st years).

· Practice presentation skills (1st and 2nd years).

· Critically review 1st year thesis proposals and perform in-depth written reviews (2nd years).
· Provide constructive feedback to peers on thesis proposals and presentation skills.
· Moderate a thesis presentation (2nd years).
· Gain skills in: working with communities, program development and communication.
Course Objectives:  
As a result of this course, students are expected to achieve the following:

1. Complete human subjects training certification through the Collaborative Institutional Training Initiative (CITI) (1st year students)

2. Develop a written thesis proposal (1st year students)

3. Provide an oral presentation of thesis proposal (1st year students)

4. Moderate and provide written feedback on a student thesis proposal presentation (2nd year students)

5. Develop an understanding of how MCH related programs are developed

6. Gain skill in searching the public health literature for a literature review  

7. Gain an understanding of career paths taken by former MCH students

Other information: 

· Assigned readings and course documents are posted on the class website.
· This seminar is a 1-credit course for 1st and 2nd-year students. 
· The course is graded on a Credit / No-Credit basis for all students.  To obtain credit, students are required to attend all scheduled sessions, present or moderate a thesis presentation, attend the MCH retreat; complete the CITI IRB training; complete assignments in advance to prepare for the sessions; and participate in all class discussions.

CITI Human Subjects Learners Training: First-Year Students 
· All 1st year students are required to complete the CITI Human Subjects Learners Training to receive credit for seminar.

· Go to the CITI training web site: https://www.citiprogram.org/Default.asp  And follow the instructions listed below to register or update your training.
To Register

· On the CITI program homepage, Select Register (top right).

· Type University of Washington in the box under “Select Your Organization Affiliation”. Continue to Step 2 and Create a Profile.
Once you are registered, or if you already have a CITI Account

· From the Main Menu of your account select “Add A Course”. Scroll down to the box with the question “What is your purpose in registering for CITI web-based training today?” Select the first three options and then click “Next”

· On the next page, in the box with the question “Which of the following describes areas in which you are or will be involved?” Select “Research with Human Subjects”

· The Human Subjects Learners training and required modules will appear in your account under “University of Washington Courses”

· Complete all modules listed as required. Allow several hours for completion. You do not need to complete the entire course in one sitting - you can complete a section at a time and save your work.

· Once you have completed and passed all required modules in the course, there will be an option to view and print your certificate of completion. Save your certificate from this link, and upload it to the course website. DUE no later than MAY 25th.
Guidelines for Thesis Proposal Presentations: First-Year Students
 Step 1- Prepare and distribute your written proposal 
· At least 2 weeks prior to your presentation, meet with your advisor to review your thesis progress and discuss your written proposal.

· Follow the format given in the document “MCH Thesis Proposal Requirements” (posted on the course website) and prepare your thesis proposal in collaboration with your academic or thesis advisor.

· One week prior to your presentation, email your draft thesis proposal to the Responder and Faculty Reviewer. Share your proposal with the class by creating a new post on the course Discussion Board.  
 Step 2- Biosketches
· Send your biosketch to your session moderator via email one week prior to your session.  A biosketch is a short, one or two-paragraph summary of YOU. It can include your prior education, where you grew up, your interests and what led you to your thesis proposal topic.  
 Step 3-Oral Presentation
· Prepare a 5-7 minute presentation (~5-7 slides) summarizing your thesis proposal and progress to date. See “Tips for Effective Presentations and Electronic Slides” (posted on the course website).
· The total time for each presentation will be 10 minutes – approximately 7 minutes for presentation and 5 minutes for questions. Practice your oral presentation and time yourself to make sure you stay within the time limit. Please send a copy of your slides to me (amturner@uw.edu) as well as upload your presentation to the course assignment page. Because time is tight please come prepared to make a timely transition.
· Bring a copy of your presentation with you to class on the day of your presentation. Just in case.
Guidelines for Thesis Presentation Respondents: Second-Year Students
Respondents Assigned to Provide Written Feedback
· One 2nd year student will be assigned to moderate the session and provide feedback.
· One MCH faculty member will also be assigned as a respondent. 
· Assigned respondents prepare constructive written feedback for the presenter. Feedback should include specific suggestions for improving the project and proposal. This is due on the day of the presentation.

All Seminar participants
· All participants are encouraged to review each 1st year thesis proposal before the seminar and contribute to discussion facilitated by the moderator. Students are also encouraged to provide written feedback on the discussion board. 
· All participants will complete the MCH Research Seminar Evaluation Form on the day of the presentation and turn it in to the presenter.

Guidelines for Thesis Presentation Moderators (2nd years)
· One week prior to the presentation check in with the 1st year presenter to request a copy of their biosketch. Prepare a brief introduction for the session.

· On the day of the presentation, arrive a few minutes early to help presenter set up and test the projector and laptop.

· Introduce the speaker and track the time during the presentation. Indicate to the speaker when they are at 3 and 5 minutes.
· Work with the presenting student to moderate the discussion session, asking for questions from the audience. 
· Ask for feedback from participants who may not have spoken so that all may share their input. 
· Collect evaluation feedback forms and give them to the presenter.
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
